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Brisbane is the state capitol of Queensland and is the largest city in that state and the 3rd largest in 

Australia.  It is located on the Brisbane River .  The first  European settlement in Queensland was a  

penal colony located just north of Brisbaneôs central business district.  That settlement was moved 

north in 1825 and free settlers were permitted from 1842.  

The city was the South West Pacific headquarters for General 

MacArthur in 

World War II.  The 

city is hilly and the 

Brisbane River   

meanders through 

it.
