Bora Bora is another island in the Society 

islands...part of French Polynesia.  The 

island was settled by Tongan people in the 

4th century.  James Cook brought the first 

Europeans in 1777.   The name in the Ta-

hitian language is closer to Pora Pora 

meaning ñfirst Bornò.  Bora Bora is 162 

miles northwest of Tahiti and is sur-

rounded by a lagoon and a fringing reef.  

In the center are the remnants of an ex-

tinct volcano rising to two peaks, Mount 

Pahia and the highest Mount Otemanu 

reaching 2385 feet.  Many high end re-

sorts built here with the first over the wa-

ter bungalows on stilts and today they are 

a standard feature. ...and VERY pricey!  

Bora Boraôs main attraction is its calm 

and crystal clear lagoon.  The wa-

ters are said to be some of the 

most beautiful in the world.  My 

experience today can certainly   

attest to that.
